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Scoring Methodology for Environmentally Preferable Products

Cafeteria "Take-out" Supplies

= Affirmative Procurement (recycled or biobased)

= Contains moderate amount of "red" chemicals, mod TRI, RCRA flam/corrossive

= Contains higher amount of HAP, certain RCRA,
CERCLA, less mod SARA (TRI) chemicals,
petroleum product (mining & nonrenewable)

Note: For all items, biodegrade time will vary according
to method of disposal (compost, landfill, etc.), conditions,
too many variables to mention. A good estimate is 4-6
weeks. For plastic, a good estimate is 80-100+ years.
